DUI/Driver’s License Checkpoint nets 1 DUI Arrest After 18 Sobriety Tests Administered, 6 License Arrests & 2 Warrant Arrests
The Santa Rosa Police Department conducted a DUI/Drivers License Checkpoint on Friday, July 29th, 2011 as part of Santa Rosa’s commitment to public safety.
